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The cabin filter housing is located behind the glovebox. To get to
 it simply follow the instructions provided.

With the glove box wide open, slide your fingers through each top
corner and press towards the inside to disengage the retaining lugs
on the lid. Once disengaged the glovebox will drop and the housing
will be highly visible facing you.   
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For early models like the one shown a cabin filter is not fitted but can
be retrofitted, however the filter frame will have to be purchased
separately to allocate the filter in. Once the frame is sourced proceed
to cut where indicated with a stanley knife then slide in the new frame
and filter. For those vehicles with a cabin filter fitted from factory simply
slide out the filter by unclipping the frame face and sliding it out. Proceed
to replace the filter and refit all components in reverse order.       
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
